
The “Avenue of the Arts” is a year-long artwork loan program thatʼs 
designed to evoke the publicʼs imagination, provoke creativity and 

invoke senses.  

“Avenue of the Arts” is the creation of the Cityʼs Arts Commission and 
is realized through the Art in Public Places program. 

As visitors travel from Boynton Beach Boulevard down Seacrest 
Boulevard, east on Ocean Avenue to the Boynton Harbor Marina 
Intracoastal in downtown Boynton Beach, they will discover nine 

inspiring artworks.

Along the way they will learn about the City's amenities such as      
the City Library, Schoolhouse Childrenʼs Museum, Civic Center, Art 

Center, Veterans Park and Marina.  The Avenue of the Arts is 
amongst shops, restaurants, fishing, diving and other local 

businesses. 

The public can vote on their favorite piece. The Art in Public Places 
program may purchase one or more of the artworks for permanent 

placement in Boynton Beach.  All the artwork is for sale. A percentage 
of the artwork sold goes back to the Art in Public Places fund.

Each year the Avenue of the Arts gets strong media attention, group 
tours, a video is produced and aired on local cable television, a 
brochure is printed and distributed, visuals are submitted to the 
Florida Association of Public Art Administrators, Year in Review 

conference presentation.

The City  of Boynton Beach Arts 
Commission invites you to 
display  your artwork along the 
“Avenue of the Arts”, which 
stretches for more than seven 
blocks in the Cityʼs downtown 
core.  Your work, if selected, will 
be publicly displayed on lighted 
pedestals and included in the 
promotion, advertising and 
marketing of the year long 
event. Each selected artist will 
receive $1,000.00 per artwork 
selected to cover delivery and 
installation of the artwork. You, 
the artist, will be responsible for 
the delivery, installation and 
loan of the artwork. The City 
provides property  insurance for 
the artwork on display.

This year the City  of Boynton Beach Arts Commission encourages artists to 
submit iconic artwork that features the tactile quality  and celebrates sensory 
sensations. Artwork that has textural finishes, surfaces, grains, qualities and 
consistencies. The artwork can utilize sound, color or movement to 
communicate the texture theme. Is the artwork smooth, rough, pitted, soft, hard 
or squishy? Does it have grooves or gouges, is it smooth or polished or rustic 
and worn? Visual texture is the illusion of having physical texture. The artwork 
should hold up to the outdoor Florida environment for the year long display. The 
artists may  consider more than one artwork site or create a site-specific 
installation that addresses this theme. This is a perfect program for professional 
artists to gain public art experience. Avenue sites can accommodate artwork up 
to 15ʼ x 6ʼ x 10ʼ (large pad) and 10ʼ x 4ʼ x 6ʼ (small pad.)

TEXTURES
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 Submission Requirements:
On a CD or USB drive submit images with dimensions no smaller 
than 4 inches and no larger than 10 inches with common aspect 
ratio sizes preferred. JPEG or PNG format, 150 DPI minimum, 

300 DPI maximum. (Save JPEG as maximum size.) Number and 
name the images with artistʼs name : i.e, lastname.jpeg 

(smith1.jpg; smith2.jpg, etc.). Text files can be provided as Word 
document, rtf, or Pages document  file formats saved on the CD or 
USB drive.  Printed images can be made directly from computer or 

color copies.

If multiple images are submitted, please have each image on 
separate 8.5” x 11” color print out and clearly labeled.

installation along with a detailed base diagram.
